Oldengarm holds degrees in organ and harpsichord from Wilfrid Laurier and McGill Universities, and
also studied at the Hochschule fiir Musik in Stuttgart, Germany. He is a Fellow of the Royal Canadian
College of Organists, and sits on its professional certification committee. He is also a member of the
Organs Committee of the Quebec Religious Heritage Commission (Patrimoine religieux). Since 2008 he
has been Director of Music at the Church of St. Andrew and St. Paul. Additionally, he teaches liturgical
organ playing, accompaniment and improvisation at the Schulich School of Music of McGill University.
