Scholarship. He has earned numerous grants
and fellowships including a Social Sciences
and Humanities Research Council (SSHRC)
grant. Shawn has held organ scholar
positions in Montreal at both Christ Church
Cathedral and the Church of St John the
Evangelist. He was the winner of the
national RCCO organ-playing competition in
2013, and the winner of the Godfrey Hewitt
Memorial Scholarship in 2010.
